


2009 Frequently asked Tryout Questions
  Do I need experience in cheerleading or gymnastics to make a team?
No! Although it's beneficial to have experience, it is not a requirement. Our staff will train you to cheer to your potential! We have teams for new & experienced girls. 

 Where & when do we practice?
SuperStar Training Center Home of Star Power Flyers 301 Najoles Road, Suite 205, Millersville, MD is our home gym. Most practices are after 6pm. Everyone should arrive at least 5 minutes early to change, hand in any paper work, etc. 

 What should I wear to tryouts/practice?
Please wear shorts & tight tank top or t-shirt so you can be safe & properly spotted. Also wear socks & sneakers and be sure to bring a drink with you. No jewelry & hair worn up please! 

What fees are involved?
 Tuition is paid monthly & there is an annual insurance/registration fee payable to Star Power.  Other fees such as Camps, Competition Uniform, Practice Uniform, Competitions, Trip expenses, etc. are payable to Star Power. Please be sure to include name on payment envelope & what the check is for in the memo. 

What do we do if we miss practice for summer vacations?
  We understand each family takes a week or two in the summer to get away from things. Please give us your dates ASAP so we can plan our practices appropriately. 

When do we start competing? 

When the director/coaching staff feel the team is ready. In the past, we have begun as early as December but no later than the beginning of February.

Where do we compete?
We do not have set competitions. We attend more local competitions that are within 2 hours away than overnight travel competitions.  All teams do go on overnight trips. Over the course of our 4 seasons, we have competed in Baltimore, MD; Upper Marlboro, MD; College Park, MD; Ocean City, MD; Williamsburg, VA; Atlantic City, NJ; Newark and Rehobeth Beach, DE; Philadelphia, PA; and Virginia Beach, VA, and attended competitions at amusements parks such as Busch Gardens, Kings Dominion, and HersheyPark. We take into consideration the cost of each competition before we decide to attend so as to not waste the your and your cheerleader’s time & money. We look for a quality cheer association as well as a fun experience where the cheerleaders can come home feeling a sense of accomplishment. 
  

Do I buy my uniform items on my own?
No, we order every piece of the uniform for each member. We have optional team duffle bags, garment bags, warm-ups, sweats, t-shirts available for purchase if you are interested.

What kind of fundraisers do we run?
Pampered Chef, Candles, jewelry, raffle tickets...just about anything... a portion of the money you and your cheerleader raise is placed in a special account to put toward his/her fees. We feel what you work to raise should go toward your expenses. However we do have some Mandatory Fundraisers which goes to purchase new equipment and general maintenance for the gym.
 How often do you practice & how long is an all star competition team cheer season?
Our season begins with tryouts in May & we practice 2 times a week year round until the end of April. Summertime practices are usually held on Tuesday & Thursday to accomodate long weekends.
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
